Buildings:
School revitalised 1989: external and internal painting; flat roofs pitched; complete rewire; new TV points and smoke detectors; all ceilings replaced; new vertical blinds to all classroom windows; assembly hall window removed, bricked in and wood panelled (because of roof alterations); conservation garden planned and started.  New gas boiler installed 1993.  Partial double-glazing 1995.  New video security system 1996.  New Security fence Nursery 1999.  Playground designs 1999.  New external doors 2000.  New Security Fence Main School 2001.  New vertical blinds as needed 2001.

School Uniform:
The policy of South Tyneside Education Committee is that school uniform is not compulsory.
