Dunn Street Primary School

Statement of Intent

At Dunn Street Primary School we aim to offer children a broad and balanced curriculum, developing a progression of skills from when they come to us in the Nursery at three years to when they leave for secondary school at 11 years.

As well as the more obvious skills of literacy and numeracy we aim to develop the children’s physical and spiritual growth.  We aim to do this by adopting approaches to learning which we feel best suits the needs of the child.  In Key Stage 1 a cross-curricular thematic approach may predominate with some subject specific teaching, particularly in the core subjects of English, Mathematics and Science.  In Key Stage 2 the curriculum is organised on a subject specific basis with cross-curricular links drawn out when it is felt appropriate and / or when the opportunity arises.  In both Key Stages first hand experiences within school, by way of out of school visits and visits by outside agencies to the school, are used whenever possible.

Throughout all aspects of the curriculum we aim to provide equality of opportunity for all, showing no preference according to race, gender or religion.

We aim to offer parents, friends and other members of the community opportunities to visit the school and become involved with it’s work and general life.

By concentrating on building up self-esteem and co-operative working, we aim to develop an ethos in which self-management and mutual respect is nurtured.

Our aim is to develop the potential each child has to work independently and co-operatively to it’s maximum thus ending standards set by the National Curriculum to be attained.

The School aims to achieve this within a stimulating learning environment that values both process and product.  There is positive reinforcement for maximised individual and combined levels of effort as well as achievement.

The School wishes to design, develop and implement curricula which will encourage an awareness and foster active interest in accelerated change in our world – social, economic, political and technological.
