Admission Policy

Please refer to the Nursery Unit Information Pack / Documentation regarding Nursery Unit admission Policy.

Only in the event of the school being over-subscribed will it not be possible to meet all parental preferences for admission.  If this occurred then account would be taken of home address and any siblings already at the school.  If your child is refused admission to the school you have the right to appeal to the Local Appeals Committee.  The Key Stage 1 Department has one intake of pupils each September.  When first beginning Key Stage 1 at 4 years the children are given either a morning or afternoon time and only attend school for half the day during the first three weeks.  Parents are requested to take children home for lunch during these weeks.  In the fourth week of term all children are in school for the full day but they finish at 2.30pm and parents can make arrangements for their child to stay for school lunch.  From the fifth week the children attend school full time – starting at 9am and finishing at 3.30pm. 

Visits to School

Parents are welcome to visit the school at any time without the need for any kind of appointment.  If the Headteacher is unavailable for any reason please contact the Deputy Headteacher, Mrs Allon.

Parents of children who are due to begin school with us in September, will be invited to officially visit the school, during June, to meet the class teacher, walk around the school and ask any questions they may have regarding their children and this school.

Parents of children who are starting the Nursery will be given an information pack specific to that unit or they can access this information via the Home Page.

Complaints Procedures

When complaints or problems arise parents are requested in the first instance to contact the school directly through the Headteacher.  In the second instance a letter should be addressed to The Chair of Governors.  The Education Officer at The Town Hall may be contacted if a resolution to the problem is not found and in the final instance The Director of Education should be contacted.
