Dunn Street Primary School

Curriculum Aims:

The main aim of the school is to educate each child to the full extent of his or her capabilities with the full extent of his or her capabilities with the support of the teaching staff and parents.  Each child has a right to a broad, balanced, relevant curriculum, differentiated to meet the needs and designed to raise the standards of each pupil.  The Education Act provides for the identification and assessment of children with special needs and it is the responsibility of the school to ensure that these needs are kept under review.  We emphasise the developing child as an individual, and through assemblies and class RE we help your child to understand the significance and place of religion in life.  We aim to encourage children to discover their own beliefs and respect the belief of others.  Through the community of school we help your child to take his or her place in society as a caring, responsible individual with a firm sense of morality and honesty towards others at all times.

The National Curriculum

At the time of publishing the school will be implementing the Revised National Curriculum (September 2000).  Numeracy and Literacy Strategies are well established.
Information and Communication Technology

Our school is equipped with computers.  There are 2 PC computers; 4 “Compact” machines; 3 laptops and a static PC.  Each machine has a colour printer.  There is a scanner and digital camera.  See our ICT Vision for future resource plans.  Each class has access to at least one “Compact” or PC machine and there is also the opportunity once a week to use the computers when they are pooled for whole class activities.  There is the opportunity to use the installed network which gives access to the internet.

Religious Education

In accordance with the Education Reform Act we hold an act of corporate worship each day.  On Tuesday this takes the form of a Hymn Practice.  On Monday, Wednesday, Thursday and Friday there are whole-school and Key Stage Two assemblies held at 9.05am and led by the Headteacher.  On Wednesdays and Thursdays there are separate Key Stage One assemblies led by the class teachers.  School assemblies play a large part in developing a sense of unity and self-esteem, helping our children to understand and appreciate their own and other peoples’ beliefs.  Whilst assemblies are broadly Christian in approach, we draw from other religions too, in order that children may develop a respect for the beliefs of others in a multi-cultural society.  If, however, your family feels that neither school assemblies nor Religious Education lessons are appropriate for your child(ren) then you have the right to request that they are excluded from these activities.  Please come in and talk to us about it before making any firm decisions of this sort.

Special Educational Needs

Children are continually assessed while they are at Dunn Street.  If it is felt that they need some extra help they will be referred to Mrs Keedy our Special Needs Support Teacher.  After further assessment they may be given an I.E.P. (Individual Education Plan) and allocated time with Mrs Keedy in a small group situation.  You would be kept informed of such arrangements.

Extra Curricular Activities

These can include Football, High Five Netball, Tag Rugby, Kwik Cricket and Brass Tuition.
