Element 7.2: Prepare production plans for given design briefs





Performance Criteria:


1)	Determine graphic design requirements from given design briefs.   


2)	Prepare details of the graphic design requirements


Prepare production plans for graphic designs 





Range:


i)	Design brief: a) 2 dimensional layout, b) context of design, c) essential elements of the design, d) text requirements (style, size, type) , e) image requirements (size, library name, texture, colour), f) type of output (print, plot, monochrome, colour, page size), g) key features, h) client requirements.


ii)	Graphic design requirements: a) graphic format (vector, bitmap), b) type of graphic (technical drawing, artistic graphic image), c) graphic content, measurements.  


iii)	 Production plan: a) resources (software, hardware, consumable, image libraries, drawing libraries), b) scale and size of graphic, c) pencil draft outline, d) graphic image format, e) main graphic elements, f) methods (insertion, editing, manipulation), g) type of image (print, screen; monochrome, colour)

This assignment should be completed with 7.3. First you are required to develop a Production plan (7.2) then you are to follow it (7.3)





Your first task is to design a new logo for the school. It should feature the school colours and the words Hatfield High. It must be cable of being resized to allow for it to be used on a wide range of stationary and products. Secondly, you have been given the task of redesigning the room layout of C11. You are to produce a black and white top down view of the room showing the location of all key features. The room must be able to accommodate 32 pupils and their desks, the size of which will need to be measured from existing furniture in the room. The diagram should be fully dimensioned in standard British units and should discretely carry the new school logo in the corner.
