Element 7.3: Produce designs to meet design briefs





Performance Criteria:


1)	Use a production plan as a guide.   


2)	Produce elements of the design in accordance with a design brief


Use editing, manipulation and special facilities efficiently


Maintain co-ordinate position and dimensional accuracy


Produce technical and artistic graphic designs to meet given design briefs. 





Range:


Production plan: a) resources (software, hardware, consumable, image libraries, drawing libraries), b) scale and size of graphic, c) pencil draft outline, d) graphic image format, e) main graphic elements, f) methods (insertion, editing, manipulation), g) type of image (print, screen; monochrome, colour)


Elements: a) lines (straight, arc, curve, freehand line), b) shapes (rectangles, polygons, circles, ellipses; solid, outline), c) texture, d) thickness-width, e) fills, f) spraying, g) textures, h) colours, h) text, I) dimensions.


Editing and manipulation facilities: a) cut, b) copy, c) paste, d) move, e) mirror, f) rotate, g) size, h) grid (scale, display, snap), i) zoom, j) pan, k) pixel editing


Special facilities: a) co-ordinate data entry, b) cursor position indicator, c) file (format, conversion, import)


Co-ordinate position: a) X Position, b) Y Position.


Dimensional accuracy: a) size, b) tolerance, c) dimensioning.


Technical graphic design: a) technical context, b) accurate scale, c) fully dimensioned, d) drawing file, e) printed drawing.


Artistic graphic design: a) artistic context, aesthetic requirements, graphic image file, printed picture.
