ICT Capability
Educating students so that they become effective, reflective and responsible users of ICT.

By the end of KS3, when pupils are given a task they should be able…

effective 

“…where appropriate, to identify and use a range of ICT resources that can help them identify sources of information, collect and process data and present information.  They should be able to analyse situations, generate and extend ideas and plan solutions.  Students should show due regard for purpose and audience, whilst checking for accuracy and completeness.”

reflective 

“…to ask relevant questions, define problems and anticipate outcomes.  Pupils should also be able to develop criteria for judging work done by themselves and others, evaluate against those criteria and make improvements, showing confidence in their judgements.  They should be able to select and annotate evidence to show the development of their work.”

responsible 

“…to use information systems independently and in accordance with usage guidelines, understanding why they exist.  They should critically evaluate information sources for accuracy and undue bias and acknowledge their use.  Students should be aware of data protection and privacy issues and the need to be sensitive when handling personal data.  They should understand the need to collect and process data fairly, accurately and completely.  Students should be able to balance the right to free speech with the need to present information honestly, taking account of commonly accepted standards of appropriateness and decency.”
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
