present ideas in a variety 

of ways with a clear sense 

of audience, 

discuss the impact of ICT 

on society.

Students define, 

implement and 

refine ICT 

systems, making 

use of audience 

and user 

feedback.

Develop systems suited to 

work in a variety of 

contexts, 

translate enquiries 

expressed in ordinary 

language into the form 

required by the system,

use ICT to measure, 

record and analyse 

physical variables, 

scope and design ICT-

based models and 

procedures with variables 

to meet particular needs, 

combine information from 

a variety of ICT-based and 

other sources, 

identify the advantages 

and limitations of different 

information-handling 

applications.
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
