- The problem of Poland and Soviet control.

· Cooler relations now war has ended.

· Truman replaces Roosevelt; Attlee replaces Churchill.

· Germany to pay reparations, mostly to USSR.  (West changes its mind!

Eg. American help to Greece.

· A triumph for Truman as the Western economies begin to flourish.

· Denounced by Stalin as “economic imperialism” – he refuses to allow countries

under his influence to apply for Aid.

1949 Western zones (inc. West Berlin) join into Federal Republic of Germany (West Germany).  A showcase for capitalism.





Soviet zone became German Democratic Republic (East Germany) with a Communist


government.





NATO formed 1949.  All members agree to go to war if any of them are attacked.





COMECON – Stalin sets up a trading union for Communist countries.





THE WARSAW PACT – between Soviets and East Europeans.  A defensive alliance controlled by the USSR.
