Remember:

( Britain is a leading member of the League and is supposed to uphold the Treaty of Versailles, by force if necessary.

( The British government does not trust the Communists and thinks that a strong Germany could help stop the Communist threat.
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Between 1918 and 1933 Adolf Hitler had risen from being an obscure and demoralised member of the defeated German army to become the all powerful Fuhrer, dictator of all Germany.  He had almost unlimited power and an overwhelming ambition to make Germany great once again.  Hitler was never secretive about his plans for Germany.  As early as 1924 he laid out in his book Mein Kampf, (My Struggle) what he would do if the Nazis ever achieved power in Germany.
