Health and Safety

TTA/DATA Health and Safety Training in Design and Technology

Details of the new accreditation requirements and the DATA publication ‘Health and Safety Standards in Design and Technology’ were circulated to schools last year.

Departments are reminded that all teaching and support staff should aim to achieve the Core and Specialist level accreditation over the next year or so and a number of departments are now actively working towards completion of this task.

Please contact Jon to discuss further and to arrange for the initial three hour course to prepare colleagues for the Core and Specialist levels.  The Specialist Extension levels for teachers and support staff in resistant materials can be gained by attendance at the practical Health and Safety courses listed above.

CAD/CAM

Using Pro/DESKTOP as a design tool
The large majority of secondary in the LEA now have accredited Pro/DESKTOP staff in place and both teachers and students are becoming increasingly familiar and adept with the software in their schools.

Recent research by Richard Kimbell for DATA has highlighted the impact of the CAD/CAM Schools Initiative and Pro/DESKTOP on students’ designing and the standard of work that can be achieved.

We are keen to facilitate the extended use of the software beyond focused practical tasks to a point where it is significantly helping students to design better.  To this end, we will be circulating details of opportunities this term for Pro/DESKTOP users to discuss and demonstrate the impact the software is having on their students’ designing capabilities.

Pro/DESKTOP CAD Training

Monday 14 October 2002

You will know that over the last two years or so, we have trained a large number of colleagues on this new software package – twelve groups in total so far!

Full details of our next training session have been enclosed with this newsletter – this is day 1 for any colleagues still seeking accredited teacher status.

SpeedStep CAD Demonstration

As you may know, this new software is the ‘Pro/DESKTOP’ for textiles.  A FREE demonstration session to introduce you to the possibilities of the software will be held, once some initial teething difficulties with the software have been ironed out (sorry about the pun!)

We hope to proceed as soon as possible and will keep you informed.

F1 in Schools – CAD/CAM Design Challenge
You may have seen something of the F1 in Schools project, shown as part of Techno Games on television earlier this year.  It involves students in designing a model F1 car using Pro/DESKTOP and then manufacturing their car using a Denford CNC MicroRouter.  We are now in the process of establishing two ‘manufacturing centres’ to provide Pro/DESKTOP users with the ability to access CAM, so as to be able to participate in this initiative.

Corby schools have already met and four training sessions have been set up in the Autumn term to prepare teachers to design and manufacture their F1 model cars with students in the Spring term 2003 at the Corby manufacturing centre.


Northampton middle and upper school Pro/DESKTOP users are being invited to pilot the project in the same way and again, four training sessions have been set up in the Autumn term to prepare teachers to produce cars with their students in the Spring term at the Northampton manufacturing centre.  A separate letter of invitation has been circulated to trained Pro/DESKTOP staff in Northampton middle and upper schools.  The aim of the project is to encourage middle school and upper school staff to work together on this initiative to facilitate a smooth transition and progression of CAD and CAM expertise as students move through key stages 3 and 4.

By the beginning of the Summer term 2003 it is anticipated that both Corby and Northampton schools will be ready for exciting race-days with their CO2 powered F1 model racing cars!
