AN INTERNET PERMISSION FORM TO BE ABLE TO USE THE INTERNET.

BY SIGNING THE POLICY YOU HAVE AGREED TO THE FOLLOWING:
*
I will only access the system with my login and password (where appropriate), which I will keep secret
*
I will not access other people’s files or damage their work or data

*
I will only use the Internet when I have permission

*
I will use the Internet only for activities and work set by the school eg homework, class/topic work

*
I will only e-mail people my teacher has approved, and not send or reply to personal or private messages

*
I will only take part in NEWSGROUPS or CHAT which have been approved by the school

*
I will respect the privacy of others. I will not publish their names, addresses, phone numbers, photographs or other personal information
*
I WILL NOT GIVE MY HOME ADDRESS OR TELEPHONE NUMBER, OR ARRANGE TO MEET SOMEONE, UNLESS MY PARENT, CARER OR TEACHER HAS GIVEN PERMISSION
*
I will give credit and acknowledge sources of materials taken from the Internet and included in my work

*
I will not try to find or use unacceptable material from the Internet

*
I will report any unpleasant material or messages sent to me. I understand this report will be confidential and will help protect myself and other pupils

*
I will not use school resources to subscribe to any goods or services, nor buy or sell using the Internet

*
I will not download software from the Internet without the express permission of the ICT Co-ordinator

*
I will not bring in floppy disks, CDs or any other media from outside unless I have been given permission

*
I will not send unsuitable e-mails. Messages I send will be polite, responsible and only signed in my name

*
I will not send anonymous messages

*
I will not take part in any activity that goes against school rules or government legislation

*
I understand that the school will check my computer files and monitor the Internet sites I visit

SANCTIONS
If there is a breach of the Conditions Of Internet Use this could lead to the following sanctions being enforced:
