Philosophy

In addition to curriculum and industry links, educational visits have added an extra dimension to the lives of our children. The majority of which have had little or no experience of educational and cultural enrichment outside school. They teach discipline, team work and citizenship.

Aims

Through educational visits and the teaching of economic and industrial understanding we aim to:- 

· raise the standards of achievement of each individual child by providing a stimulating experience for the children through links with industry.

· provide education  and experience through industrial awareness and understanding, linking the school with the world of work and the wider community.

· deliver the aims and objectives of  economic and industrial understanding through links with industry.

· develop pupils knowledge, skills and understanding of the curriculum through links with industry.

How we teach Economic and Industrial Understanding at St. Peters Junior School

· A whole school approach is adopted towards links with industry ensuring continuity and progression. This ensures children do not repeat educational visits and are always undertaking new experiences.

· Visits are relevant and related to the National Curriculum and E.I.U. targets.

· Visits are followed up in he classroom in a cross curricular way.

· All teaching staff are involved in industry education links and visit industries with their classes.

· Teachers skills and awareness of the world of work can be developed through teacher placements

Links with industry are relevant and fulfilling to the subject area it is addressing. Specific learning outcomes are identified in planning to ensure that a visit to an industry is worthwhile and relevant  to both National Curriculum and E.I.U. targets. Teachers have a clear idea of the aims and objectives they need to cover before they undertake a visit. They can arrange a pre-visit and use the EBP file . All staff have the relevant information and understanding of EBP to deliver it through the whole curriculum. Monitoring and evaluation are vital to ensure that the relevance and effectiveness of teaching and learning through industry are maintained also to inform future planning and raise the standard of visits.

Assessment, Recording and Reporting

Assessment is ongoing and evidence for recording and reporting  is gained from  teacher observation, questioning and encouraging pupils to comment on their experiences and childrens finished work.

Equal Opportunities

All children have the same access to participate fully and develop skills through links with industry regardless of age, gender, race or culture. The funding for visits comes  from a number of sources, EBP provides partial funding that is supported by voluntary contributions from parents and contributions from school.

Health and Safety 

Teachers ensure they provide safe educational visits for pupils. Children are appropriately supervised on trips. Teachers follow the guidelines set out in the Health and Safety policy and school visits handbook.

Role of EBP Co-ordinator

The co-ordinator is responsible alongside the Headteacher and Governors for the development and monitoring of  industry links. They plan work with teachers and review and contribute to teachers planning. They are responsible for updating the schools policy, scheme of work and subject development plan for the S.I.P. They have responsibility for the purchase of new resources in collaboration with the Headteacher.
