read and write numbers up to 1,000 and put them in order

*

*

know by heart addition and subtraction facts up to 20; for example 4 + 16 = 20, 12 - 8 = 4

*
work calculations out mentally such as 56 + 29 and 97 - 51

*
know by heart the 2, 5 and 10 times tables

*
do simple divisions with remainders, such as 27 / 5

*
find simple fractions, such as 1/2, 1/3, 1/4, 1/5 or 1/10 of shapes and numbers

*
tell the time to the nearest 5 minutes

*
use £ and p; for example know that £2.04 is £2 and 4p

*
solve simple number problems and explain how to work them out

*
recognise right angles and lines of symmetry in simple shapes

*
explain a simple graph
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
