One afternoon each week pupils will take part in SPARKLE.

The main aim of SPARKLE is to encourage pupils to become independent learners and find things out for themselves. Children will sift through information given to them by their class teachers then present their findings to the rest of the class. This will help the children develop the skills they need in real life situations.

SPARKLE will cover the subjects of Art, Design Technology, History and Geography.

The SPARKLE topic changes each half term. During the year other teachers will also work with your child during SPARKLE sessions.

Each SPARKLE topic has 6 learning stages:

6 Learning Stages Explained:

Stage one

The Hook (The SPARKLE)

Introduction to the theme- the teacher prepares a lesson, related to the theme, which will really capture the children’s interest: it might be a visit or a visitor/ eating some healthy food or watching a DVD.

Stage Two
The class agree up to ten questions about the theme that they want to find the answers to. The questions are then shared around the class. Learning Logs are started.

Stage 3

Pupils work in teams to find answers to their allocated questions.

Stage 4

Pupils share what they have found out so far and everyone suggests ways to help each other make their work better.

Stage 5

Each team decide how they will present their answers to the rest of the class e.g. drama/PowerPoint/presentation.

Stage 6

Teacher gives the class a test on the original questions to see what has been learned. The teacher looks at the results and discusses them with the class. Pupils then fill in their record sheet that records what skills they have used during the project.
