Dear Parent(s),

After discussions with the Manchester C of E Diocese the Council is considering the possibility of bringing St. Peter's Infants and St. Peter's Junior together as a single primary school.

You may be aware that in Leigh and Wigan and in most other schools in the country children attend one primary school from aged 4 until they move to secondary school at 11.

At the St. Peter's schools we work together to ensure that the transfer between the infant and junior is smooth and stress free.   Coming together as a single school would build on this work and further enhance the opportunities for the pupils.

If the proposals are progressed and the schools do come together, it is likely that it would initially be in the two existing buildings but the Diocese and the Council would be committed to providing a single building as soon as they are able.   This could result from the extension of one of the existing buildings or a new one build on one of the sites.

As parents, and other members of your community will be consulted on these proposals if they are progressed, and you will be given the opportunity to make your views known to decision makers at all stages.

Please be assured that decisions about the future status of the schools will not disrupt your child(ren)'s education in any way and the governors and I will keep you informed of developments and progress.
